These questions are to make your group think and to facilitate a good conversation about the book.  You must also anticipate your groups’ responses and then formulate follow up questions; your goal is to avoid a dull and boring discussion.  
Use bloom’s taxonomy (listed below) to help you to create questions that represent higher levels of thinking.  During your group’s discussion you will take some notes on what was said.

2-3 questions MUST be higher level questions

*Lower Level questions: Questions that can be answered by looking in the book, use verbs from Bloom’s 1 &2

*Medium Level questions: Questions that can be answered by looking in the book and 

adding some of your own information, use verbs from Bloom’s 3 &4

*Higher Level questions: Questions that can be answered by using your own critical 

thinking skills, use verbs from Bloom’s 5 & 6.
Bloom’s Taxonomy: Use these verbs to help you to create higher level questions

1. Knowledge: arrange, define, duplicate, label, list, memorize, name, order, recognize, relate, recall, repeat, and reproduce, state. 
2. Comprehension: classify, describe, discuss, explain, express, identify, indicate, locate, recognize, report, restate, review, select, translate, 
3. Application: apply, choose, demonstrate, dramatize, employ, illustrate, interpret, operate, practice, schedule, sketch, solve, use, write. 
4. Analysis: analyze, appraise, calculate, categorize, compare, contrast, criticize, differentiate, discriminate, distinguish, examine, experiment, question, and test. 
5. Synthesis: arrange, assemble, collect, compose, construct, create, design, develop, formulate, manage, organize, plan, prepare, propose, set up, and write. 
6. Evaluation: appraise, argue, assess, attach, choose compare, defend estimate, judge, predict, rate, core, select, support, value, evaluate.
