In chapter 17, Holden act very oddly during his encounter with Sally.  How would you describe his mood in this chapter?___________________  What led you to these conclusions?
Found Poem Instructions
1. Look in chapter 17 for words or phrases or even sentences that show Holden’s emotional state of mind and mood during this chapter. (Specifically look at the fight between Sally and him). Look for 50–100 words/phrases that stand out in the passage. Write the words down.

2.  Look back over your list and cut out everything that is dull, or unnecessary, or that just doesn’t seem right for a poem about your subject (Holden’s feelings towards Sally and life). Try to cut your original list in half. 

3. As you look over the shortened list, think about the tone that the details and diction convey: does your poem represent what Holden is feeling? Make sure that you have words that communicate his emotions from the book.

4. You can change punctuation and make little changes to the words to make them fit together (such as change the tenses, possessives, plurals, and capitalizations). 

5. When you’re close to an edited down version, if you absolutely need to add a word or two to make the poem flow more smoothly, to make sense, to make a point, you may add up to five words of your own. That’s five and only five!  Put those in brackets. 
6. When you have edited it, recopy it so it is nice and neat and choose an appropriate title for the poem.
Below is my version of a found poem.  This is from pgs. 8-14 in chapter 2 when Holden is talking to Mr. Spencer.  I tried to capture how Holden was feeling at the time about flunking out of school and life in general.  What do you notice about the poem??
